Abstract: Studies of the origins of the Graeco-Arabic translation movement have often focused to the
Abbasid period (751-1258), ignoring the relevant social history of the preceding period. If interreligious debates
are recognized as an important motivation for initiating the translation movement, then, for the Graeco-Arabic
translation movement, such debates can be traced back to the Umayyad period (661-750). In the early years of
Arab rule, there was a multifaceted estrangement between Syrian Christians on the one hand and Greek sources of
learning and the Arabs on the other, which largely limited the corresponding intellectual exchanges. With the end
of the Arab civil wars at the end of the late 7th century and the rise of the caliph Malik to power, the antagonisms
and conflicts between Christians and Muslims were intensified and led to religious polemics. As a result,
Christians studied Greek philosophy and argumentation, and learned the Arabic language, thus making important
preparations for the later Graeco-Arabic translation movement.
